Guidelines for Student Participation
Welcome to I/ITSEC! We hope that your participation in the largest Modeling, Simulation and Training conference in the world will be of enormous benefit to you.  I/ITSEC is a very large conference, drawing over 22,000 participants from 40 countries, worldwide. It is hoped that the opportunity you will have to attend the many tutorials offered (Monday ONLY!) and the paper sessions throughout the duration of the conference will be a source of great intellectual fulfillment  Please take the opportunity to meet the leaders of this innovative and challenging business area.  We hope that this week at I/ITSEC will be of great benefit to each and every student who participates in the Future Leaders Pavilion (FLP).

First and foremost, of course, the safety and well being of each student are of utmost importance to us.  Please review the following guidelines which should ease our way through the week.  If you have any questions, do not hesitate to contact me.

1.) I/ITSEC will provide full complimentary admission to the conference to each student participant and chaperone, including daily lunch and dinner at the Awards Banquet on Thursday evening.  I/ITSEC will provide roundtrip airfare for two out-of-town students and chaperone from their home airport to Orlando International Airport and back and hotel accommodation from Sunday with departure Friday.  If you wish to arrive before Sunday or stay longer than Friday, be aware that the cost will be incurred by the individual students and chaperone. Central Florida students will be reimbursed for daily parking at the Convention Center.
2.) Please note: Neither I/ITSEC nor the National Training Systems Association nor any of their members will be responsible for any student’s welfare, behavior or activities at any time from the time they leave home including: traveling from home base to Orlando; anytime spent in Orlando including time at the Convention Center or time away from the Convention Center; daily leisure activities; evening activities in Orlando and travel from Orlando back to home base at the conclusion of the conference. 

3.) Each student is required to be accompanied by a chaperone who is, at least, 21 years of age and has been authorized by both the student’s parents and school as being fully responsible for the student’s welfare, behavior and activities while traveling to the conference, attending the conference and traveling home from the conference from the time the student leaves to the time the student returns to her/his parents.  

4.) Participants in the Future Leaders Pavilion (FLP) will be responsible for setting up their project in the FLP on Sunday, beginning at 1:00pm.  Each student is required to bring the appropriate and agreed upon equipment (see brochure) needed to demonstrate her/his project.  Make sure you submit your equipment request to the FLP Coordinator no later than Friday,12 October. See brochure for Pavilion dress requirements. Do not bring extraneous banners etc as there is no room for them in the pavilion.
5.) Each team will be responsible for a one-page Abstract introducing your project and team; a Paper, not to exceed ten pages, providing a detailed description of your project and a Presentation, not to exceed, seven slides.  Please refer to the guidelines for Abstract, Paper and Presentation and the Student Checklist for due dates.
6.) Original/Signed Permission slips must be sent through the postal service to the FLP Coordinator, no later than, Monday, 8 October.  The name and address of the FLP coordinator is listed below.  If the permission slip has not been submitted by that date, the student will forfeit her/his place in the pavilion.
