Abstract Guidelines

Your Abstract should contain the following: paper title, the topic you intend to discuss and prove; the technologies utilized to prove your hypothesis. Introduce each student by name, current year (Junior, Senior), fields of study.

 Paper Guidelines
Your paper can be up to 10 pages.  It should contain enough detail to allow the reader to understand the problem, the technical challenges, how you solved the problem and the lessons learned you gleaned from working on this project.
Where necessary, you should incorporate graphical representations to better showcase the solution you developed.

Each paper should contain the following:

a. Page one to include the Abstract paragraph and information concerning the authors

b. An Introduction of the paper 
c. Statement of the problem including any background information

d. Your research and solving of the problem

e. Conclusions

f. Any future work and recommendations

g. Lessons Learned

h. References

i. Title: Name of topic, your names and school name

Presentation Guidelines

You will have 15 minutes to present. 
Each slide should take roughly three (3) minutes to present = five (6) pages in all

Each paper should contain the following:

a. Title page to include

1.Title of the project
2. Name of authors

3. Name of school

4. Name of teacher

b. Pose the problem you are solving – one page

c. Provide detail showing how you solved the problem, citing any challenges you met include discussion of the technology used – three pages

d. Identify any lessons learned from working on this project – one page

e. Conclusion – one page
 Presentations should be clean, clear and encompass the important points of your project.  Use bullets to indentify the important points of each slide. Make sure your script addresses each bullet and expands on the concepts you are trying to put forth.    See Student Checklist for due date.
