“2024 is a big year for us,” enthused Ms. Karen D.H. 

Saunders, SES, US Army Program Executive Officer 

for Simulation, Training and Instrumentation (PEO 

STRI). “As just one example, we’ve been developing 

the Synthetic Training Environment (STE) Increment 

1, which is the virtual capability, for the last couple of 

years. And we will start fielding that in the fourth quar-

ter of FY’24. We have already made all the hardware 

decisions and the procurement buys and we will have 

everything on the floor at I/ITSEC for people to see. In 

fact, even before the fourth quarter fielding, we have 

a software operational demonstration coming up in 

February. So this next year is huge.”

In addition to examples like the pending fielding 

of STE Increment 1, Saunders emphasized how all 

of the PEO STRI priorities in FY’24 are nested with 

others that have been identified by the Secretary of 

the Army, the Assistant Secretary of the Army for Ac-

quisition, Logistics and Training (ASA(ALT)) and the 

Army Chief of Staff.

That nesting of PEO STRI priorities is reflected in 

four vital areas: strengthening collaboration; trans-

forming and modernizing; streamlining acquisition; 

and investing in people.

“Each of my priorities will enable us to deliver ca-

pability” she explained. “So you’ll notice that we’re not 

really talking about building STE, or building the cy-

ber training or the intel training. Instead, it’s all about 

the infrastructure that helps my organization be ‘fit 

to fight’ and to build capability for the warfighters.”

To illustrate the point, Saunders pointed to the 

priority of strengthening collaboration, where she 

identified “an extremely broad portfolio” that ranges 

from the tools and infrastructure for both Army and 

Office of the Secretary of Defense testing to individual 

and collective training capabilities in synthetic and live 

environments, from squad up through Army service 

support commands.

“With that, my collaboration network is huge,” she 

said, identifying representative collaboration across 

requirements partners, test and evaluation organiza-

tions, Cyber Command, Army Futures Command’s 

Synthetic Training Environment Cross Functional Team 

(STE CFT), the US Army’s Training and Doctrine Com-

mand’s Combined Arms Center — Training (CAC-T), 

as well as team members involved with Intelligence 

and Electronic Warfare Tactical Proficiency Training.

“That’s ‘the requirements team,’ if you will,” she 

added. “I also collaborate on the resource side as well 

as with industry, the other services and academia.”

Saunders turned to her FY’24 priority to transform 

and modernize, offering, “The Chief of Staff of the 

Army, General Randy A. George, and the Army Un-

dersecretary, Honorable Gabe Camarillo, have said 

that FY’23 was the year of digital transformation.
